Samantha Eades on the Home Base
Head Start Program

Kiwanian Samantha Eades, Director of the Home Base Program of the Huntsville Cen-
ter of the Head Start Program was our program on January 14th. Samantha told Ki-
wanians that the program has five home visitors who act as Family Service advocates
for the family as well as acting as home based teachers. The Home visitors act as a
model for the parents by showing them how to utilize the materials they have in their
homes to teach their children. Home visitors work the children, but encourage parents
to present activities with their help. The Home visitors leave assignments in the home
for the parents to complete with their child.

The Home base as a whole, services a minimum of 62 children whose parents do not
have the resources to bring their children into the Huntsville center. Each visitor carries
a minimum of 12 children. Each visitor has 3 days per week to complete their home
visits with each child, 1 day for the social day and 1 day to complete necessary records
and paperwork, cleaning, food pick up and meetings and planning. Each child receives
a visit of 1 1/2 hours per week and the visitors accommodate families when home visits
are needed as late as 7:00 p.m. Home visitors take with them supplies such as, ma-
nipulatives, games, writing materials, CD players and CD’s as well as food and snack
packs for the family. Each child selects a library book each week.

Every other week, home visitors have a day when the class comes to the center from
9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. The children receive a shack, have free choice of activities, cir-
cle time, project time, outside time, and lunch. Social day attendance varies from two
children to 20, with parents present most of the time. The Head Start program is 80%
federally funded with the local area providing the additional 20% which can include
credit time for volunteer service and other in-kind services.
