On our 4th meeting, Callie Embry of the Madi-
son County Health Coalition gave a great pres-
entation about the several programs currently 
offered by the Coalition aimed at youth which 
include tobacco, alcohol and drug prevention.  A 
new program, that will involve the HHS Key 
Club will promote healthy choices among youth 
or “social norming”. The goal will be for the Key 
Club to be a strong voice among their peers and 
to talk to other youth about making healthy 
choices in their life.  Huntsville Kiwanis and the 
HHS Key Club look forward to working with 
Callie on this exciting program. 
 
At our fifth meeting of the month, on October 
29th, Immediate Past President Kevin Hatfield 
was the program and gave a Power Point Pres-
entation about Kiwanis International, the MO-
Ark District and our local club. 
Hatfield went over the goals, objectives, and 
purposes of Kiwanis and emphasized what 
made our organization different from other ser-
vice organizations. In addition, a short history of 
the Huntsville Club, its organizational structure, 
and a review of the amount of hours of service 
and funding the local club donated to the com-
munity was emphasized. 
During the past 34 years, Huntsville Kiwanians 
have donated over $750,000 to various projects 
and programs in our local community. Last year, 
our club performed 20 service projects and 
funded an additional 21 projects, totaling nearly 
$30,000. The average Huntsville Kiwanian do-
nated over 62 hours last year as a Kiwanian.  
Our average membership last year was 33 (now 
35) and the total number of Kiwanians that 
showed up at our events and projects totaled 
1,501 for the Year.
