Act 293 of the 87th Arkansas General 
Assembly, meeting in regular session in 
2009, created the additional circuit 
judgeship in the 4th Judicial District 
which is composed of Madison and 
Washington Counties due to the in-
creased case load in the district. 

In 2000, Arkansas voters approved 
Amendment 80 to the Arkansas Consti-
tution which revised the judicial article 
of the constitution. Among other items, 
the amendment established District 
courts in each county with these courts 
having the jurisdiction previously vested 
in Municipal Courts, Corporation 
Courts, Police Courts, Justice of the 
Peace Courts, and Courts of Common 
Pleas. In addition, the Circuit Courts 
assumed the jurisdiction of previously 
assigned to Circuit, Chancery, Probate 
and Juvenile Courts. Circuit Judges and 
District Judges are elected on a nonpar-
tisan basis. 

Judge Taylor is currently serving her 
second term as District Judge in Madi-
son County and is the only sitting judge  
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Beth Story Bryan, candidate for Circuit Judge, 4th Judicial 
District, Division 5, spoke to the Huntsville Club last week. 
Beth told the club that she sees a trend to treat children as 
adults and adults as children.  “That will  not occur in my 
courtroom.  I believe courts have the obligation to hold eve-
ryone accountable under the law, but I also believe courts 
have the duty to go the extra mile to protect our children.”
